At Hilderstone we aim to create an integrated learning environment
to give you a complete experience of English. Different people learn in
different ways, so our teachers use a variety of methods, materials and
technology to ensure that your lessons are stimulating and that you
progress as quickly as possible.

All our courses for adults (except One-to-One and the Vacation Course
for over 50s) offer 21 full hours of classes and up to 14 hours of
additional supervised self-access study and/or examination practice
per week.
