In communicative language teaching with individual attention, you practice the four
language skills (speaking, writing, listening and reading) addressing current topics and
working with authentic texts. Alongside the additional training in vocabulary and gram-
mar, at least 2 lessons per week are given on phonetics, taught by our team specialized
speech trainers. On Tuesdays and Thursdays the afternoon classes are project-orien-
tated at certain levels. It goes without saying that the language proficiency level of our
participants is monitored constantly.
