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Course Content and Strategies

The main approach adopted in the language classes is communicative. This covers all
aspects of the Italian language skills - speaking, listening, reading and writing as well
as pronunciation, vocabulary and grammar activities. Class work includes individual,
pair and group work, discussions, debates, roleplays, presentations, written tasks and
listening exercises. Participants are actively encouraged to share their own ideas and
practicing the language in a friendly environment with other international students
of varying backgrounds.

The Methodology classes focus on the main teaching methodologies and
techniques. Participants have the opportunity to create practice lessons and
evaluate commonly used texts for teaching Italian FL/SL. Teaching techniques for
improving reading, writing, speaking skills are also covered, as well as error

correction

strategies.

Some activities (Salerno city tour and cultural seminars) are included.
